The first nccr – on the move Public Lecture Series investigates 
how contemporary academic research captures the rapidly 
changing realities of migration and mobility. The five speakers 
reflect and critically discuss influential approaches for under-
standing and explaining these salient questions. They address the 
regulatory framework, the economic drivers as well as resulting 
societal dynamics of inclusion and exclusion. How do markets 
regulate and react to migratory dynamics? What is the legitimizing 
power of human rights in contemporary migration regimes?
